Installation

Make sure that the water is turned off at the main before
beginning!

Remove the caps from the plaster shields.
Cut the plaster shields so that they extend 1/16" outside
the wall.
A Seal the wall around the plaster
shields with waterproof sealant.

Remove the cartridges.

Install the new cartridges included with the trim.

The new hot cartridge is marked with
notches on the wrench flats.

Install the extension spindles (1). Cut them so that they
extend 9/16" outside the surface of the wall (2).

Remove the plug from the spout housing (3).

Install the slip couplings (1).

Cut the slip couplings so that they extend 1 5/16" outside
the surface of the wall (2).

Measure the distance between the front of the spout hous-
ing and the surface of the wall. Record this measurement
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Add 9/16" to X. Record this measurement.

Cut the threaded end of the spout so that it extends
9/16" + X from the rear of the flange.
